Folia coriacea, longi-¢lliptica vel oblanceolata,
glabra, 7—13 cm longa, 2.5—3.5 cm lata, supra viridia, subtus leucoviridia, apice obtuse
brevi-acuminata, basi cuneata, margine 18—22 denticulata per later, dentibus 0.5— 1.0 mm longis,
distantia 4—5 mm inter dentes, lateralibus nervis 14—17 per later, conspicuois et elevatis utroque,
petiolis brevioribus, 3—5 mm longis. Flos ignotus. Baccae nigres, 5—7 mm longae, 3—4 mm diam.,
9—15 fasculatae in axilam spinarum; pedicelli sub fructu 1.5—2.5 cm longi; semen 1 per fructu.
