Evergreen shrubs. 2-3 m high, Branches terete, glabrous and blackish. Leaves alternate, thick
leathery, elliptic. obovate or narrowly obovate, 1.5-3.4 cm long, 0.7-1.5 ¢m broad, apex acute, rarely
acuminate. with a black gland at the tip, base cuneate, margin +revolute. undulate-serrate on the upper
half: midrib depressed above, raised beneath: lateral nerves 4-6 pairs, + depressed above, slightly raised
below. Petiole 2-4 mm. Racemes axillary, 1.2-2 cm long. usually with 5—9 flowers. Pedicel slender, 2-
4 mm long. sparscly tomentose. Calyx 5 lobed; lobes triangular ovate, 0.1 mm long, 0.9 mm broad,
slightly longer than the tube. Corolla white, 4-3 mm long. deeply 5 lobed: lobes ovate, 3 mm long
Stamens 9-13; filaments 3.4-5.5 mm long; anthers rounded. ovary inferior, 3-locular; style slender, 3-
4 mm long. Drupe um-shaped, 4.5-6 mm long, 4-5 mm in diameter. Calyx-lobes persistent and inflexed
or deciduous. Fl. Apr. fr. Aug. — Oct.
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The new species superficially similar to S. eurynides Hand.-Mazz., but distinguished by its glabrous
branchlets, racemose inflorescence. and urn-shaped fruit.
